__________ Lay Speakers Lead Bible Study --  Participants learn how to share their faith by telling and doing. 

 
__________ Lay Speakers Discover Spiritual Gifts – This course focuses on acquiring a better understanding of the 

church and its ministry needs; learning what it means to be a minister; doing the work of Christ in the church 
and in the world; and being more fully equipped to lead others in exploring and using their spiritual gifts. 

 
__________ Create Disciple-Making Faith Communities – You will learn about discipleship systems and how the 

theory of displacement impacts congregations.  In addition, you will consider the realities of call and 
leadership, 21st-century structures for ministry, and new opportunities for ministry.   

 
__________ Lay Speakers Grow Spiritually through Daily Discipline – Participants receive guidance in discerning
